Special Rescue for Long Distance Goldens  

Helping Three Street Goldens from Taiwan 

In December 2008, GRCGLARescue received a letter from a 

woman named Rita in Taiwan who rescues street dogs in her 

country.   Turns out this very population-dense country is into 

a ôdog fadõ where popular breeds are being purchased including 

Golden Retrievers.  When folks find that living in close 

quarters with a big dog isnõt necessarily all itõs cracked up to be, 

the dogs either go to the shelter where theyõre routinely 

euthanized after 7 days or get turned out on the streets.  Rita 

and her rescue team, realizing that they would not be able to 

find suitable homes for these youngsters, contacted us and 

asked for help.  

 

The young goldens, 

Ben, a 3 year old 

male, Lulu, a 1 year 

old female, and 

Rose, a 9 month 

old pup are making 

their way to the 

United States at 

this writing to the 

GRCGLARescue 

team.   

 

 

In the summer of 2007, GRCGLARescue joined forces with 

several Golden Retriever Rescues in the Midwest and South to 

liberate more than 60 Goldens who had been used and 

neglected in puppy mills their entire lives.   

 

Our òLabor of Love ô07ó team 

of volunteers raised $5,000 to 

purchase 10 goldens off the 

auction block preventing them 

from a continued life of 

suffering. Today, these Goldens 

have all found safe and 

protected havens in their 

forever Southern California

In early 2007, GRCGLARescue created a restricted fund 

specifically for our permanent foster Goldens who have been 

deemed unadoptable due to terminal illness, severe physical, or 

psychological problems.  Increasing numbers of our Goldens 

are being diagnosed with cancer after the dogs have been 

accepted into rescue.  Many are severely abused or neglected.  

The decision to treat or extend hospice care is a difficult one.  

We seek financial support to give these Goldens the quality of 

life they deserve without being a financial burden to those who 

bring them into their hearts and homes.
